To prevent the user from copying programs, the software companies have been constantly stating that its software is covered by federal copyright laws.  Some software companies have strongly backed their claims in court when they felt their license agreements with users have been violated.

Software companies are protected by federal copyright laws and their own licenses prohibit the copying of their software unless they give permission.  The copyright laws allow the owner of a program to make a copy for backup purposes, but in cases where programs are licensed to end users, the software company retains ownership.  Thus, licensed users who make unauthorized backup copies of copyrighted software programs are violating copyright laws.

3.
If you own the software, you should be allowed to make a backup copy.  If a purchase license says you can copy the program, then the software company cannot use copyright laws to prevent you from making a backup copy.

2.
Software companies have a right to protect their investment in computer software, but the buyer also has a right to protect his needs which are met by these programs (by making backup copies).  The wise consumer will make sure before purchasing the software just what rights come with the purchase of the software and adhere to those rules.
