Software Companies 

There are a number of companies in the U.S. that prepare software for use in business but do not sell it to the public.  Instead, they rent out the software by allowing the user to keep it on the premises and pay a monthly fee.  This is called a license fee.  It means the user never owns the software and, therefore, is not allowed to make a backup copy.

In other words, if you own the software, you are allowed to make a backup copy, but that is not explicitly clear if you are a licensee.  If a license says you can copy the program, then it acts as a waiver of the owner's (the vendor's) copyright preventing you from making a backup copy.
