Phish Recognition

Overview 
 

One common social engineering technique used by attackers today is to send phishing Emails. Phish are 

emails that appear legitimate. They may even contain accurate looking (stolen) company logos.  Phish 

normally ask you to click a link to go to the company’s web site and update your personal data.  The 

web site is a representation of the company’s web site (may even look just like it) but it is fake. The 

personal information you enter is stolen and can then be used for all kinds of mischief. 

 

In this assignment, you will visit a web site that contains examples of phish mixed with legitimate 

emails. The web site tests your ability to tell them apart.
