A. Complete one of the activities below.

· Find a company that does business outside the United States. (This can be from a 

newspaper/magazine article or personal interview.) Describe the company and its 

products or services, describe its international operation, and explain why the company is

interested in doing business abroad. Also mention any problems that the company has 

encountered if it is shared. Bring in the article, source information, and be prepared to explain it.
· Go to Shopko, K-Mart or Wal-Mart. Pick a section or aisle of the store such as entertainment, housewares, clothing, sporting equipment, etc. and list what items you find that are American made versus foreign made. Bring in a chart of at least 25 items, company name, and where it was manufactured.
