Standards for your (the learners) performance

· the diagram shows the relationship of one agency to another or one jurisdiction to another

· the diagram is neat and well organized

· if the diagram uses shapes, color codes, or symbols, there is a corresponding relationship 
Learning objectives
What you will learn as you master the competency:
a. Describe the major federal law enforcement agencies and their respective areas of enforcement (e.g., FBI, Secret Service, BATF, DEA, ICE, CBP-Border Patrol, etc.)

b. Describe the role of the county Sheriff and Sheriff's deputies in Wisconsin.

c. Describe the role, jurisdiction, and enforcement powers of the Wisconsin State Patrol, the Department of Natural Resources, and other state enforcement and investigative agencies.

d. Describe the role, jurisdiction, and enforcement powers of municipal police agencies.

Helpful hints: 

1. You are required to find all MAJOR Federal and all State law enforcement agencies 

a. Try using sites like
i. http://www.atf.gov/about/mission.htm and  http://www.firstgov.gov/Agencies/federal.shtml for federal law enforcement agencies, their role, jurisdiction and links to major departments like the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, the U.S. Department of Justice, etc… 

ii. http://www.wisconsin.gov/state/home/app?COMMAND=gov.wi.state.cpp.command.LoadPortalHome for Wisconsin State agencies. Make sure you list at a minimum, those DOJ agencies such as DCI and its bureaus, and the Wisconsin State Crime Lab and each section within it. Also, the Wisconsin Department of Transportation oversees the Wisconsin State Patrol and both enforcement arms: Troopers and inspectors. Don’t forget the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources – we have Game Wardens and Park Rangers in Wisconsin who are law enforcement officers. 
iii. Find the home page for each agency and find out their mission (which will assist in identifying the “role” as required for this assignment.

2. Always type your work. Ask for help in ASC if you need help formatting your project. 

3. There is no page limit to this assignment. Start with a basic org chart and continue from there.

4. Remember, the purpose of this project is to become familiar with law enforcement agencies at all levels of government – in case you might need assistance with a case in the future. Don’t just list the agency; identify who they are and what they do!  

5. Neatness counts.

6. Thoroughness counts. 

7. You only get one chance to make a positive impression on this project. 

8. There are many different ways to accomplish this task. No one way is correct. Use your imagination!!! 

9. Try using the tools in Microsoft Word. (See example below) 

10. Do not cut and past or copy ANYTHING off of the Internet! This is academic dishonesty.  You must do your own work. 
11. This is not a group project. 

12. When you are working on the learning objective: Describe the role of the county Sheriff and Sheriff's deputies in Wisconsin, be generic. Don’t use a specific agency in your project, however, you may use information from agency web sites.  The same rule goes for the municipal agencies. 

13. Include a Reference Page at the end of your project, citing all of the sources you used in this project. Use APA standards to format this legal requirement.
