2. Address each of the situations below separately and specifically state what you would do and why.

3. Identify the issues that are involved in your decisions such as: Constitutional Rights, Code of Ethics, Unlawful conduct, civil liability, criminal liability, “contact officer over-ride, etc…

4. Identify the decision making process (from the research)

5. Paper must be in APA format. Three pages maximum.

6. No plagiarism. Any plagiarism will result in 0 points.

Situation 1:
